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SUBJECT: Plunger Rod and Stud Change

For added corrosion resistance and extended life, the material of the plunger rod has been changed.
The area in front of the crosshead that holds the Plunger Retainer Stud is now 316SSL. On the 5
and 15 Frame plunger models, this change also incorporates a shortened Plunger Rod and
lengthened Retaining Stud. On these models, the Plunger Rod and Stud must be changed as a set.
